1. The minimurn required credits for graduation are 128 credits. Thisincludes 31 unlversity-required credits, 3 college-reguired credits, 39 department-required credits, and 55 department elective credits (including electives from the College
of Informatics, with up to 20 credits from courses outside the department being recognized).
2. University-required courses:
(1) English caurses must be completed in sequence based on the placement results at the time of admission. Additionally, students must complete & credits of foreign language caurses, including 2 credits in another foreign language. Any
credits exempted through placement tests must be compensated by taking "foreign language courses” ta fulfill the credit requirernent (recognized foreign language courses can be found in the course inguiry system or through the
B3R Language Teaching Center). If the student meets the English graduation requirement, they may apply for exemptian in accardance with the university's "Regulations on Course Enrollment and Credit Exemption for Students' Foreign
Min.  [Language Proficiency.”
Total (2) Affective Education General Courses: Students must complete 4 credits (two elective courses) based on their interests from the General Education curriculum.
Credits |3. Departmental courses:

(1) Courses markad with a ¥ are internship courses. Qff-campus internships are worth 3 credits, requiring a total of 240 hours. For details on internship methods, please refer ta the "Shu-Te University Department of Information
Management Internship Regulations.”

(2) Courses marked with a 4 are project courses. Practical Projects |, I, and Il are required courses. Far rules related to projects, please refer to the "Shu-Te University Department of Infortmation Management Project Course Regulations.”

(3} Professional Competance: Students wha meet the conditions of "completing at least one academic program” and "obtaining two professional certifications related to computer information skills" are considered Lo have the professional
competence required for graduation. When applying for graduation, students must present supperting docurments in accordance with the university's "Department of Infarmation Management Graduation Requirements and Guidelines.”
4. For students who graduated from a five-year overseas secondary education system, the required graduation credits are the minimum required credits for the departrment plus an additional 12 credits.
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
