2. Commeon Requirements: (1) English courses must be completed sequentially according to the admission grading results, and 2 credits of foreign language courses must be taken for a total of 8 credits. The credits of
courses that are exempted after grading must be taken as elective "foreign language courses™ to make up the credits (recognized) For foreign language courses, please go to the course inguiry system or the Language
Teaching Center). If you pass the English graduation threshold, vou can apply according to the school's "Student Foreign Language Proficiency Course Taking and Credit Procedures”. (2) A total of 4 credits of
Emotional Studies (two elective courses) can be taken from the general studies courses based on personal interests.
3. Description of professional courses in this department:
(1) Note % is an internship course. The internship course are 6 credits, and you must complete 648 hours of off-campus internship. For relevant intemship methods, please refer 1o the "Intemship Regulations for Hair
Styling and Salon Management Depariment Students”.
(2) The compulsory majers of Hair styling and Beauty styling Design 1, 11, TTI, and IV are coherent advanced professional design courses, divided into hair Styling design and beauty styling design majors.

The courses of hair Styling design major are: I . Hair cut design  II Perming hair design Il Men's Haircut Practices 1V. Hair Dye Design Practice.

The courses of Beauty Styling design major are: I Skin Care Practice II. Body care Practice III. Makeup design IV. Nail Design and Care
(3) "Study abroad"” is the study abroad course. Students can take at their own expense depending on the course content, and this course could take place in the beginning of the semester, during the semester, or at the
end of the semesier.
(4) "Group consultation and common growth” is a joint activity time for teachers and students of the department. It is scheduled for sessions 7-8 every Monday. Students in grades 1 1o 3 must attend.
4. Graduation students must pass revised English proficiency and departmental professional competency thresholds. The thresholds are as follows:
(1) English proficiency - meets the basic standards of the school's "Stwdents' English Proficiency Graduation Thresholds and Counseling Methods™.
(2) Professional ability - Students must meet the graduation threshold conditions specified in the "Graduation Qualification Examination Points” of this department before they can graduate, which will be verified by
the "Professional Ability Assessment” course.
(3) Completing at least one interdisciplinary credit course.
5. For students who have graduated from an overseas Secondary 5 academic system, the number of graduation credits should be the minimum number of graduation credits for the depanment plus 12 credits.
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
