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1. Minimum credits for graduation is 128 credits, There are 31 credits required in school, 5 credits required for college, 47 credits required for department majors, and 45 credits
for electives departrment majaors. (Including recognition of 20 credits of professional courses in each depariment of the school, and credits of elective micro courses, but
excluding liberal education courses)
2.Description of credits required in school

(1) English courses must be completed sequentially according to the admission grading results, and 2 credits of foreign language courses must be taken for a total of 8
credits. The credits of courses that are exempted after grading must be made up by elective “foreign language courses” (for foreign language courses, please ga to the course
inquiry Check the system or the language Leaching center). If you pass the English graduation threshold, you can apply according to the schoal's "Student Foreign Language
Proficiency Course Taking and Credit Procedures”.

(2) *A total of 4 credits (two elective courses) for Affective liberal education course, which can be taken from the General Studies courses according to persanal interests,

3 Description of professional courses in department majors :

(1)Note * is a practical training course. Off-campus Internship is 4 credits, totaling 320 hours, in accordance with the "Implementation Points for Student Internships in the
Departrnent of Financial Management of Shu-Te University of Technology”

(2)Note A is project courses. praject (1) and (2) are compulsory courses and are in accordance with the "lmplementation Key Points of Special Topic Production of the
Department of Financial Management, Shu-Te University of Science and Technology"

4 Graduation must pass revised English proficiency and depariment-set protessianal competency threshelds :

(1) English proficiency - meets the basic standards of the school's "Students' English Proficiency Graduation Threshalds and Counseling Methods®.

(2) Prafessional ability - those wha meet the above three conditions of "passing the "expertise course”, "completing at least 1 cross-department credit course” and
“abtaining a financial certificate or 4 qualified certificates announced by the department”, in order Lo have the professional ability to graduate from this department,
supporting documents must be produced when applying for graduation and leaving scheal, in accordance with the regulations of the school's "Graduation and Leaving
Conditions and Threshold Points for Financial Management Studants”.

5 Students in this department who wish to take at least 15 credits of elective courses in the department’ s associate program will be issued a certificate of the department’ s
assaciate program after completing the above credits.

6.Enterprise Practice (The Schoal of Management offers 6 credits in each semester of topping teaching, which is an elective course for students participating in off-campus
internship courses and can be recognized as credits from external departments)
